Pupils were 

encouraged to bring in any fossils they may have 

so we could compare them to the three geological 

periods: Triassic, Jurassic and Cretaceous.   

Shane Rogers brought in what looked like part of a 

backbone dragged up from the sea when out 

trawling for clams with his grandfather a few years 

ago.  We contacted a palaeontologist at Bristol 

University and the news came back that it is 

vertebrae from an Ichthyosaur which lived in the 

Triassic.  So, Shane has a 245 million year old 

piece of historical evidence!
